The Grand Jury charges:

[8 U.S.C. §§ 1326(a), (b)(2)]

On or about November 26, 2023, defendant JOSE MARGARITO PLIEGO-
PINEDA, an alien, who had been officially deported and removed from
the United States on or about November 3, 2007, August 7, 1998, and
June 3, 1991, was found in Riverside County, within the Central
District of California, after knowingly and voluntarily re-entering
and remaining in the United States without having obtained permission
from the Attorney General or his designated successor, the Secretary
of Homeland Security, to reapply for admission to the United States
following deportation and removal.

Defendant’s previously alleged deportations and removals from
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the United States occurred subsequent to defendant’s conviction for
an aggravated felony, namely, Possession for Sale of a Controlled
Substance, Cocaine, in violation of California Health and Safety Code
Section 11351, on or about December 8, 1988, in the Superior Court of
the State of California, County of Orange, Case Number C71179, for

which defendant was sentenced to three years’ imprisonment.
